What we want to commission:
1. The design, production and installation of sculptural/structural steelwork re winding gear, pit tools, figures relating to shaft/tunnel/workface. We expect that the setting for this will be the spoil heap. A ‘cut away’ design has been suggested but this is not a given. We expect the style to be generally figurative and accessible but would also like to evoke the cramped, dirty, dark and difficult conditions.that miners and others were working in. We have set aside a separate sum for any earth/spoil moving that might be necessary.

     The ideal medium for this work is likely to be steel/iron though some of the      

      structure used to retain the spoil heap could be shuttered concrete.

2. The design, production and installation of a steel framework and circular 'trough' to support two of the stone clay crushing wheels (there are currently three lying on the site) in a vertical position to offer a physical explanation of how they were used and the possible power source (probably horse and overhead wheel, maybe steam)
3. The design, production and installation of an
enhancement/replacement to the fence around the existing mine shaft, possibly to feature recreated ‘relics’ that relate to pit head gear. NB this must be subject to the Coal Authority’s approval
4. A minimum of one half day session in Trefonen Primary School exploring the brief and potential responses to it. This could be right at the start of the process or part way in once some early ideas have been formulated. It is not our intention that children should come up with ‘all the ideas’ to have them translated by a sculptor/designer/maker. The next stage of the Ellesmere Sculpture Trail, ‘The Woodlands Trail by the Mere’ is about to start. The first commissioned artist to install his work is Rumen Dimitrov, a Bulgarian born artist, who will be creating his sculpture ‘Stairway to Haven’ alongside the mere in Ellesmere this summer.

In its third year, this Initiative has pioneered a unique approach to ‘sculpture in the landscape’ by inviting international artists each year to create pieces from materials peculiar to the locality. Symposiums and exhibitions brought together artists in 2009 and 2010 to create sculpture at Castlefields near the mere in Ellesmere and alongside the canal on the outskirts of the town. This year four artists have been commissioned to produce sculptures principally out of wood, to reflect the unique meres and mosses environment.

The first piece that the public will see is the work of Rumen as he crafts his sculpture on site in Cremorne gardens, Ellesmere from 5 to 7 July. The remaining pieces are being crafted in the studios of three artists based around the United Kingdom and will be installed during the autumn. The resulting trail will be a fully accessible route for all to enjoy.

Vetting & Barring Scheme and Criminal Records Regime Review - Recommendations Announced 

In its programme for government, the coalition committed to reviewing the vetting and barring scheme (VBS) to scale it back to common sense levels. The government has now announced provisions to revise its vetting and barring arrangements, to ensure fair and proportionate regulation of those who want to work with vulnerable groups. 

As part of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, the Deputy Prime Minister, Nick Clegg, has unveiled a new scaled back employment vetting scheme and a fundamental reform of criminal records checks as summarised below.

· to abolish registration and monitoring requirements 
· to redefine the requirements of 'regulated activities' 
· to abolish 'controlled activities'
