Project Detail and Target Group
We are looking to recruit a pool of 4 Visiting Artists who are motivated and interested in working with this particular client group.  As a pool of artists you would be required to work in collaboration with our permanent Lead Artist and and in agreement with the Project Manager to agree upon a collaborative project that utilises all of your skills and experience.  There can be up to twelve participants in a group at any one time and we have two groups that run weekly.   You would be contracted to work in 5 sessions for both groups, so 10 sessions in total plus 1 planning session.

Background

This is an exciting creative partnership between Towers Above Project Manager Sharon Walford, Telford & Wrekin Arts Development Team, Telford & Wrekin Primary Care Trust NHS, the local Community Mental Health Teams and Arts Council England.

Towers Above Community Arts Group is a relatively new arts group set in the community, away from more institutionalised settings, working with vulnerable adults and those who are most at risk of social exclusion. The evaluation of two previous pilot projects has shown measurable health outcomes and benefits to participants, thus acting as a catalyst for further funding.  To date we have an excellent reputation for our partnership work and what we have done so far has proved to impact very positively on participants’ lives.  We want the project to continue to prosper and grow and due to this recent funding there is an opportunity to develop the project and begin to put it on a firm footing for the future.

The group is open to adults aged eighteen and above who are users of Mental Health Services within the Borough of Telford & Wrekin. The sessions will take place at Castle Farm Community Centre in Hadley, Telford.

An independent Project Manager Sharon Walford is responsible for the co-ordination of the project and on behalf of the partnership, she will work with the artistic team to meet the agreed aims and required outcomes of the project.
The key aim of the group is to use the arts as a therapeutic process for maintaining a well-balanced mental health state and for like-minded people to mix with their peers and try out new experiences and art forms.

Current Exhibition at QUBE

QUBE Groups

Qube Groups is an exhibition of the work produced by the two Qube groups Paintable and Life Drawing.

Paintable have been working on abstraction projects and have called their work Abstraction et Cetera. For the last seven sessions, members Paintable, have been exploring abstraction.

Much of the work in this part of the exhibition comes from an investigation of a particular landscape.

The group began by spending one morning last November, a cold but sunny day, on Middleton Road, out on the other side of the A5. They walked, looked, sketched, made notes, took photographs and collected bits and pieces that were visually interesting.

Over the following six sessions, they explored this information in several different ways, using a range of media and approaches.

Their work has increased in painterliness, and their ability to be critical -in an analytical, not a judgemental, way - both of their own and each others’ work, has also greatly developed.

The disability inclusive project Outside IN has been designed and is coordinated by DASH (the UK’s leading rural Disability Arts organisation in the UK) and is working in partnership with Oriel Davies Wales, The New Art Gallery Walsall and Wolverhampton Art Gallery to commission innovative and original Disability Art across the region for inclusion in their programmes in 2010 and 2011.  Outside IN is designed also to develop the practice and profile of Disabled Artists of immense talent and creativity.

The Disabled Avant-Garde - Katherine Araniello and Aaron Williamson will produce ‘Camp DAG’: a 3-day-long Holiday Camp for disabled people on the shores of the River Severn.  The work will be a public performance of a fictional Holiday Camp.  As the camp will be entirely fictional, the ‘campers’ will be other artists (up to 12) invited to the Camp by the Disabled Avant-Garde.  ‘Camp DAG’ will thus offer a visual conundrum: a highly visible holiday camp by disabled people who are more usually hidden away by society.  In addition, candid cameras will capture the action and interview participants for their reactions and the final film will follow the style of ‘utopian’ 1960s holiday home movies.

In partnership with Wolverhampton Art Gallery, Wolverhampton, West Midlands

Noëmi Lakmaier will create an object based installation using the gallery’s own collection as its starting point: chairs, stools, armchairs, sofas, etc – depicted within artworks from the collection, in paintings, photographs or sculptural pieces. Noemi will make a selection of objects, akin to the furniture they are based on, yet changed and manipulated in such a way that their original function is put into question. During the exhibition of the objects she will insert her body into the work by attempting to use the objects as furniture. Visitors will be encouraged to do the same.  The audience’s and Noemi’s own active engagement with the furniture-like objects acts as catalyst to the work.

Introduction
Improving the management of the night time economy and promoting diversity

in the provision of entertainment available is an important part of economic

growth in town centres. A successful night time economy needs accessibility, cleanliness, choice, ambience, and safety the same as the day time economy. 

Evidence suggests that town centres with lively streets and people moving around in them make people feel safer.  However, this relies on a controlled and managed approach to the evening and night time economy.  Uncontrolled growth focused on a heavy drinking culture can lead to negative consequences related to crime, disorder and anti-social behaviour.

Expanding the existing and established daytime economy into the evening will result in numerous benefits for the county. Increasing the activities available to visitors and residents alike will create a feeling of safety within town centres and encourage greater diversity within them. 

The aim of this action plan is to promote a practical and effective approach for the development and management of the evening and late night economy in Shropshire.

The report benchmarks the Festival against data from some 200 festivals in the UK, including 80 members of the British Arts Festivals Association and other appropriate events from our extensive database.   Documents and data provided by the Festival will be reviewed and interviews will be undertaken with the Festival stakeholders, management and staff along with funders and sponsors.   Peers within the relevant festival sector will be consulted for their views on the Festival.

In the current climate there are high expectations for festivals to deliver outcomes from a whole range of different agendas.   Yet sometimes festival organisers and their funders seem to be talking a different language.   The FEI Festival Healthcheck and Peer Review can help with the translation! Funding From NALGAO
1. Funding for Music Promoters (UK) 

The PRS for Music Foundation, which is the UK's largest independent funder for new music, has announced that it is seeking applications for funding from promoters of Music of any genre, including unsigned band promoters. This funding scheme has two levels of funding. If you are applying for the first time, you are only able to apply for up to £3,000. If you wish to apply for more than £3,000, please email applications@prsformusicfoundation.com. To be eligible for funding, promoters will need to have at least one year's track record of promoting events; be promoting at least 8 events over a 12 month period (Making Music clubs must be promoting at least 3 concerts during this period); and be programming new British music of any genre. 

There are several closing dates throughout 2010 and the next closing day is the 2nd February 2010. 

2. Comic Relief Grants Programmes Open for Applications (UK) 

Comic Relief has announced that their UK grants programme is now open for applications. Applications will be invited from the voluntary and community sector throughout the UK including: constituted voluntary and community groups, charities, social enterprises, co-operatives, faith organisations, and community interest companies. Under its UK grant making programme, Comic Relief makes grants that: address mental health issues, domestic and sexual abuse, supports refugee and asylum seeking women; young people, in particular those that are sexually exploited and trafficked, that have alcohol and mental health problems; project that use sport to support community development and projects that support local disadvantaged communities. Comic Relief provides both capital and revenue and can pay for up to 100% of projects costs but they encourage applicants to get some of their funding from other sources. There is no minimum or maximum grant in most of the programmes, but where there are limits, these are clearly stated in the programme guidelines. Grants on average vary between £25,000 and £40,000 per year, and rarely exceed this upper limit. 

3. New £2 million Access to Volunteering Pilot Fund Launched (England) 

The Charities Aid Foundation (CAF) has announced the launch of a new £2 million Access to Volunteering Pilot Fund. Organisations in Greater London, the West Midlands and the North West can apply for grants of between £250 and £5,000, which can be used to help overcome barriers that stop disabled people volunteering, such as specific equipment, a lack of suitable access and understanding of disability issues. The fund operates between autumn 2009 and spring 2011. In addition to supporting disabled volunteers, the pilot will test different ways to apply for funds such as video applications and face-to-face pitches. The grant fund is being managed by a consortium comprising Charities Aid Foundation, RNIB and Digital Public. 

The next deadline for applications is the 8th February 2010. Additional deadlines are, the 19th April 2010, the 28th June 2010 and the 6th August 2010. 

4. Faith in Action Fund Round 2 Opens for Applications (England) 

The Community Development Foundation has announced that a second funding round for its Faith In Action Programme is now open for applications. Faiths in Action is a £2 million grants programme sponsored by Communities and Local Government and administered by the Community Development Foundation that is open to faith, inter faith, voluntary and community sector organisations at national, regional and local levels in England. The aim of the fund is to support the government's aspiration to help faith communities and others to promote understanding, dialogue and develop strong and sustainable partnerships. The Fund is particularly keen to support projects that focus on the inclusion and participation of women and young people and those which involve partnerships between one or more organisations. Faiths in Action supports delivery of the Government document, Face to Face and Side by Side. All applications must therefore directly relate to one or more of the fund's four priorities which are derived from this framework. These are; developing the confidence and skills to "bridge" and "link" ; supporting shared spaces for interaction and social action; developing structures and processes which support dialogue and social action; and improving opportunities for learning which build understanding. 

The maximum grant available is £6,000 and applications can be submitted at any time. 

5. The War Memorial Trust (UK) 

The War Memorials Trust is open to applications for the protection and conservation of war memorials in the UK. The Trust currently runs three different grant schemes, which provide support to projects that aim to repair, conserve and preserve the war memorials in their existing form as well as reinstate the memorial in its original design. The Trust only offers grants to projects that relate to existing war memorials and not for the creation of new war memorials or projects for which work has already started and/or is completed. Graves of any type are not eligible for support under any of the schemes. The grant scheme you will need to apply for will depend on where in the UK the memorial is located and whether it is freestanding or not and what work needs doing. 6. Adult Learners’ Week Awards (England) 

The National Institute of Adult Continuing Education (NIACE) has announced that it is currently seeking nominations for the 2010 the Adult Learners' Week Awards. The aim of the Adult Learners' Week Awards is to reward and publicise the achievements of adult learners in England, to promote the benefits and to highlight the diversity, of adult education. The Awards also aim to encourage adult participation in learning. For the 2010 Awards, there are four main award categories. These are; individuals whose remarkable learning achievements have made a difference to their lives and can inspire others; Groups of three or more people who have come together for a common purpose and transformed their and/or other people’s lives through learning; Families whose members have seen the benefits of learning together; and Opening Doors to Adult Learners which recognises creative and innovative projects or organisations that had a positive impact on the lives of their learners. Winners receive a learning voucher between £200 and £1,500 and are invited to an awards ceremony during Adult Learners' Week (15-21 May 2010). Entry is open to adult learners living in England only. Groups must consist of three or more members. All nominees must have undertaken some of their learning between January 2009 and January 2010. 

The deadline for entries is 29 January 2010. 

7. Young Roots (UK)

Young Roots offers grants of between £3,000 and £25,000. The scheme aims to involve 13-20 year-olds (up to 25 for those with special needs) in finding out about their heritage, developing skills, building confidence and promoting community involvement. Projects need to be related to the local and culturally varied heritage of the UK. For example, it could involve young people researching a local archive or doing practical casework on a nature reserve. Projects must also show how young people are managing and participating in the project. Projects should promote social inclusion and equal opportunities by involving a wide range of young people of different abilities and cultural backgrounds. 

Applications can be made at any time.

8. Hilden Charitable Fund (UK) 

The Hilden Charitable Fund has announced that the next deadline for submitting applications is the 29th January 2010. Within the UK, the Hilden Charitable Fund makes grants to projects that address disadvantages, notably by supporting causes which are less likely to raise funds from public subscriptions. In particular, the Fund wants to support projects that address homelessness; asylum seekers and refugees; Community based initiatives for disadvantaged young people; Penal Affairs. Preference is given to supporting small community organisations with an income of less than £200,000 per year. During 2009 the average grant given was £5,000. 

9. Support for Young People Starting Up in Business (England, Scotland and Northern Ireland)

Young people wishing to start up their own business may be able to apply for funding and other support measures through the Prince’s Trust Business Programme. The programme can provide support to young people who are; aged 18-30; unemployed or working less than 16 hours a week; and living in England or Northern Ireland. The type of support available includes a low interest loan of up to £4,000 (up to £5,000 for a partnership); ongoing advice from a business mentor; access to a wide range of products and services. This includes a free legal helpline, sponsored by Barclays; a grant of up to £1,500 in special circumstances (subject to local availability); and a test marketing grant of up to £250 (subject to local availability). Young people in Scotland aged 18-25 may be eligible. 

Applications to the programme can be made at any time.
10. Funding for Music Making Activities (England) 

Youth Music, the UK’s largest children’s music charity has announced its grant making programme is open for applications. Through its “Open Programme”, grants of between £5,000 and £30,000 are available to support projects that provide music-making activities for children and young people in support of Youth Music’s goals. Youth Music will fund any non profit-making organisation more than one year old that is committed to music-making activities for children and young people up to 18 (or up to 25 if they have special educational needs, disabilities or are in detention). Youth Music aims to support music making activities principally in out of school hours such as during weekends, holidays as well as in breakfast and after schools clubs. Youth Music understands that programmes may need to begin in school hours especially if the proposal involves encouraging first time participation in music. To help with this, Youth Music will consider applications for programmes where up to 25% of the time is spent in school hours. The proposed programme should aim to encourage children and young people to eventually make music outside of school hours.

The next deadline for applications is the 10th February 2010. 

11. HBOS Foundation - Community Action Programme (UK)

Through its Community Action programme, the HBOS Foundation makes grants of up to £10,000 to support a diverse range of local activities. The programme which is available in those communities where the HBOS bank operates is open to registered charities and has two key themes: Money advice and financial literacy, and developing and improving local communities. Applications can be made at any time. 

12. WREN Announces Next Application Deadline (UK)

WREN which provides funding for community, heritage and environmental projects in areas close to landfill sites by awarding grants for environmental, heritage and community projects has announced the first application dates for 2010. Funding is available through three grant programmes. The small grants programme which provides grants between £2,000 and £15,000 with a total project cost of under £50,000; the WREN Main Grant Scheme offers funding of between £15,001 and £50,000 and the Biodiversity Action Fund which provides funding of between £75,000 and £250,000 to deliver biodiversity improvement projects under Object DA. Eligible organisations that can apply for funding include environmental organisations, voluntary groups, charities, not-for-profit organisations and community groups. The application deadlines are the 17th March 2010 for the main and small grants programme and the 29th January 2010 for the Biodiversity Action Fund. 
13. V's Match Fund Open to Applications (England) 

Youth volunteering charity "V" has announced that they have £72 million available through their Match Fund to invest into diverse and high impact projects across England. Match Fund aims to encourage more investment in volunteering projects from businesses, charitable trusts and private individuals. The programme will match up to 100% of any new private investment involving young people aged 16-25. "V" is interested in supporting projects in six areas: Health and wellbeing, Environment, Supporting children and young people, Community cohesion, Poverty and Human rights. For one-year projects the minimum private contribution is £10,000, which will be match funded to the same amount by the programme. For two-year projects the minimum private contribution is £20,000. The maximum level of private funding "V" can match per year is £250,000. The deadline for applications is the 5th February 2010.
