Artsplan's Autumn Youth Arts Training Programme - West Midlands
'Creative Consultation with Young People' - 19th October 2010, 10 am- 4.15 pm, WAYC, Leamington Spa

'Using the Arts to Develop Aspiration, Leadership and Potential' - 16th November 2010, 9.45 am- 4 pm, Netherton Arts Centre, Dudley

This course is suitable for anyone who is looking to consult with young people through engagement in creative participatory activities. There is increasing pressure from national and local government, funders, organisations and young people themselves for organisations involved in youth arts activities to consult effectively. With this in mind, Artsplan has created this course to respond to this growing need and to inspire course participants to undertake meaningful, well structured, planned, engaging and dynamic consultation programmes with young people.
This course has been created as a result of a huge amount of research via ENYAN (English National Youth Arts Network) into effective, creative methods of consulting with young people. The evidence gained shows clearly the benefits of creative consultation as a tool for gaining access to young people’s real thoughts, fears, options, hopes and aspirations.

The course has been developed in partnership with a range of organisations across 9 English regions who have submitted case studies demonstrating the creative consultation techniques they have used with young people. All participants will receive the ENYAN ‘Youth Arts Consultation Toolkit’ as well as a wealth of additional course materials.

Using the Arts to Develop Aspiration, Leadership and Potential

16th November 2010, 10 am- 4.15 pm, Netherton Arts Centre, Dudley

This one day course looks to demonstrate how the arts can be used as a mechanism to develop young people’s leadership skills, aspiration and potential. Participation in cultural activities can have a significant impact on young people’s development and can give young people the chance to develop important life skills such as creativity, confidence, self discipline, effective communication and the ability to work in teams. This course makes the case for why we should be investing time and resources into providing creative opportunities for young people that can engage and empower them. Particular focus is given to initiatives, projects and programmes that are aimed at nurturing future cultural leaders.

The course explores how the development of leadership, aspiration and potential can enable a young person to translate their imagination into reality and secure a better future- for themselves and for others. Participants will broaden their understanding of how the arts can help young people to see, experience, reflect in different ways, often providing a gateway to enhanced understanding of themselves and empathy with others.

The course celebrates inspirational examples of young people who have excelled through engagement in youth-led arts projects, continue to achieve and are an inspiration to both the youth and cultural sectors at large.

An artist who loved Hitler.  A woman who wants to remember him.  Her brother who wants to forget.  A man who likes power.  Precious Things is a new comedy drama about art, ethics and ambition.

Ingrid is organising an exhibition of the work of her great-uncle, a talented artist who was also a supporter of the Nazi Party.  She is helped by Charles, a pompous but slightly sinister man with great ambitions.  They invite her brother Theo and his wife Anna to visit them, with hopes of Theo’s approval and involvement.  Despite being cautiously pleased to see his sister again for the first time in years, Theo is unenthusiastic about the project and unwilling to participate.  As the siblings bicker and Anna tries to keep things pleasant and happy, Charles becomes increasingly frustrated with their presence.

Precious Things is a family drama, exploring the ways in which history and heritage stray into the present.  The issues of art, ethics and how they relate to one another are explored but not finalised, with the audience left to ponder on their own conclusions.  The play mixes drama with a dark and subtle style of comedy which has become a characteristic of the company.

Participatory arts group Towers Above presents its first installation Onwards & Upwards, ‘Nutter or Not’ - an art project in response to challenging Mental Health Stigma.  Telford Shopping Centre.

Towers Above is for adult users of Mental Health Services in the Borough of Telford & Wrekin.  It is a user led group and our aims are to engage group members with the arts and help with individuals recovery and wellbeing which will help enable people to move on to mainstream organisations.  Group members are from all different backgrounds, but, they all share a fundamental commonality in that they all have a severe and enduring mental health diagnoses and some have a dual diagnoses of Learning Difficulties as well.  Our wish is to exhibit work in unusual spaces in the public domain that engages untypical audiences and participants of a wider community. Their shared objective is to create art that can be disseminated to the wider community in an environment accessible to all.

For this show, made possible by funding from the Arts Council Grant for the Arts, members of the public in Telford Shopping Centre will be invited to take part in informal contributions to the work, enabling them to engage in the creative experience with Towers Above. the results of which will be added to the installation at Telford Shopping Centre from 25th July to 29th July and the events and launch day on the 26th August from 12.15 pm.  The installation will be going on a Touring Show from September 2010 – September 2011.
Towers Above are: Sharon Walford Manager and Artist, Harmeet Chagger Khan – Film Maker and Animator, Fiona Collins – Storyteller, Sarah Ingram – Textiles, Gavin Ingram and Richard Franks – Designers, and, Ed Walford Web Designer.  - “We are interested in engaging and attracting new audiences who may not encounter art on a daily basis for cultural, social or geographic reasons.
