Artist Brief

EC Arts, having successfully transformed public spaces through artistic intervention since 2006, presents 48-Sheet, a unique National and International project that will transform the city of Birmingham throughout April 2012 into an exceptional urban gallery by utilising up to 100 advertising billboards across the city for visual art.

For the inaugural 48-Sheet project, EC Arts have identified various key partners committed to this project including Jonathan Watkins, Director of the Ikon Gallery and Dr Jiang Jiehong, Director of Centre for Chinese Visual Arts, Birmingham Institute of Art & Design (BCU) who have identified international artists, Xu Zhen (Shaghai MadeIn Collective) and Raqs Media Collective (India) to co curate 60 billboards exhibiting new work created for this project.

EC Arts are now looking for established or emerging artists who can also develop the remaining 40 billboards to expand upon the existing National and International concepts within the overarching theme for the project of ‘Cultural Curiosity’.

The 48-Sheet project challenges the repetitive rhythm of a traditional advertising campaign by creating a network of unique and distinctive responses to the overarching project theme that will raise levels of consciousness and arouse cultural curiosity.

Artists will be invited to explore the concept by utilising billboards as their medium within this urban context. The sheer scale of the project and individual statements will provide an exciting opportunity to redefine the reach of art by giving it the footprint and visual impact usually reserved for the consumer market.

Birmingham is the United Kingdom’s industrial powerhouse and is a diverse and thriving city for digital media, design and manufacturing. It is at the heart of a metropolis that is informed, ambitious and innovative. Birmingham will host the first international project of this kind and scale; bringing international art out of galleries and onto the streets of

Birmingham throughout April 2012.

Vetting & Barring Scheme and Criminal Records Regime Review - Recommendations Announced 

In its programme for government, the coalition committed to reviewing the vetting and barring scheme (VBS) to scale it back to common sense levels. The government has now announced provisions to revise its vetting and barring arrangements, to ensure fair and proportionate regulation of those who want to work with vulnerable groups. 

As part of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, the Deputy Prime Minister, Nick Clegg, has unveiled a new scaled back employment vetting scheme and a fundamental reform of criminal records checks as summarised below. 

· to maintain a barring function 
· to abolish registration and monitoring requirements 
· to redefine the requirements of 'regulated activities' 
· to abolish 'controlled activities'
