Qube Summer Exhibition

1. The Commissioner

Oswestry Community Action through its Qube Arts outreach work has been working with artists encouraging interaction with the community.  

A Summer Portrait Exhibition – ‘Knowing Me Knowing You?’ is being organised by Qube Arts, Oswestry Community Action over July and August 2010.

‘How do we see ourselves, each other, family and friends, celebrities.  How do we recognise each other, how do we present ourselves to others.  What is the perfect ‘look’

The summer exhibition project aims to engage with children and families in exploring the theme of’ the portrait’ in the widest sense through a range of drop in, one day sessions, designed to:

· give hands on experience 

· to make arts more accessible

· to push the boundaries of people’s understanding and experience of portraiture – is it a likeness or is it presenting an image? and the many mediums which can be used in producing portraits

Suggested Workshops

1. Drawing ( pencil, chalk, charcoal , brush etc)

2. Collage ( magazine photos, material, paper etc)

3. Digital Photogaphy 

4. Makeup ( makeup and face painting)

5. Acting

6. Dance

2. Background to Commission

To continue Qube Arts commitment to encouraging affordable, challenging interaction with the Arts, Qube Arts wishes to present an exhibition themed around ‘the portrait’.  The dates for the exhibition are July 12th to August 21st 2010

3. Outline of Requirements

Qube Arts aim to appoint a number of artists to work with children and families to design and produce a portrait exhibition at Qube.

At the beginning of the portrait exhibition Qube intends to present portrait images created by a number of artists, this exhibition will be replaced/enhanced by work created in workshops..  The development of the community portraits should involve interaction with the community through four one day workshops each on the theme of ‘Knowing Me Knowing You?’ using different mediums, which the appointed artists will be required to plan and manage.

The commission is for 8 half day interactive workshops two per artist.  There are two options to apply for

1. a pair of family workshops to be run on two Saturday’s during the exhibition

2. workshops targeted at a specific age group such as 7 – 11 or 10 – 14, designed so that it is suitable for the specified range of ages and a range of abilities using easily accessible and affordable materials.

4. Aims of the project

The interventions will serve the following functions:

· to encourage children and families to explore and discover more about themselves and others through the creation of self portraits or the portraits of others.

· to help children and families engage with and appreciate portraiture.

· to build upon, and enhance the ‘sense of self.

The exhibition should encourage the local community to use Qube, it should encourage involvement with the arts, help bring the community together and enhance the communities understanding of “the portrait”.

5. Brief for the portrait workshops.

Brief: You are required to design and deliver at Qube, two workshops using ecological sourced materials. Your inspiration should be based on ‘the portrait’.  You should ensure the workshop engages the target group and involves them in the creation one or more portraits.

The work created will be displayed in the Qube gallery and may go out to other locations in Shropshire.

6. Constraints:

· work produced must be suitable for the Qube gallery, which has approximately 40m2 of wall display space, (some areas are 5m tall) and approximately 30m2 of floor space.

· workshop must run in one of the available Qube rooms, this could include the gallery itself.

· any interventions should enhance or otherwise not effect other visitor’s use of Qube and no interventions should negatively effect the use of the building.

· a risk assessment and method statement will need to be created for the work that is to be carried out. This can be done in conjunction with Qube.

· please consider Access for All issues. Qube may be able to offer advice.
7. Location

All activities and exhibitions will at Qube in Oswestry, SY11 1RB

8. Timescale
The appointed artists are expected to complete the design of the workshops by July 12th 2010 and to be available to deliver the workshop on the designated date yet to be decided.

9. Professional Profile

· A high level of experience and track record in delivering projects of this complexity

· A thorough understanding of the creative context of portraiture 

· An ability to work with commissioners and the community

· An ability to work to agreed specification and timescales

10. Management of the Project

The day to day management of the project will be the responsibility of the Chief Executive/Arts Development Officer Qube Arts, Oswestry Community Action.

The Artist will be expected to deliver the workshop at Qube and some preparation space will be available just prior to the workshop. The Artist is expected to make their own arrangements for workspace for preparation.

Health and Safety

The Artist must be able to comply with all Qubes Health and Safety requirements and working practices as appropriate.

Connecting Communities through History

Flicks in the Sticks has been awarded a grant from the Heritage Lottery Fund and Screen West Midlands for its new archive project, Connecting Communities through History project. We will be partnering with the Huntley Film Archives, one of the largest independent film libraries in The UK, with a collection of more than 80,000 titles.

Flicks in the Sticks is therefore looking for a new Archive Project Development Worker, who can deliver the project over the next 6-9 months. The fee for delivering the project will be £5200 inclusive of expenses.  

The post holder will cover mainly Herefordshire and a bit of  Shropshire and could be based at home when not travelling. Driver essential.

The project is t o be delivered over 3 phases:

1. Recruiting 10 new Film Archivists for a one day training course at the Huntley Archive in Herefordshire. Liaison with volunteers, recruiting them, looking after them etc.

2.  Preparation and Selection of Material - volunteers will then view many films and compile a shortlist of themed films (local villages, agriculture, migrant workers, culture, farming etc) which will be used in phase 3. Local community partners need to be found, such as day care centres, schools, playgroups, youth clubs, existing flicks promoters, etc. Groups will be encouraged to link with the themes of the selected films, delving deeper into the links between local people, the environment, artefacts and the films. They will receive a visit from the worker and a creative toolkit provided for reference. 


3. We will then screen the chosen films:

· 15 archive film evenings, with a speaker. Each of these events will link with local young people, schools, care homes, and other interested parties, so that displays, themed food, etc., will be organised to support the screenings. 

· A selected number of films will be transferred to high quality DVD, and will have a voice over contextualising the films - and this will be toured much more widely giving greater access to a wide range of people. This will be achieved through the flicks network.

4.  After the project we will look to place copies of the dvd's in local libraries and schools so that an even greater number of people can access them(subject to rights clearances).

A review of the Shropshire Business Enterprise Fund scheme has taken place with some alterations to the criteria for the three schemes being made.

New printed leaflets are to follow, please recycle any existing ones as they are no longer correct. 

The Start Up grant will now be for businesses who are not yet trading OR have been trading for less than 9 months 

These Start Up and New businesses can now receive up to 70% funding on capital expenditure to a maximum of £1,500

The Booster grant will only be available for businesses that have been trading for 9 months or longer 

Booster businesses will receive up to 50% funding on capital expenditure to a maximum of £5,000 

Retail businesses are excluded from Booster grants

The Retail grant will now offer Business Rate Relief AND funding for capital expenditure
Eligible businesses must be moving to premises which have:

       been empty for 6 months or longer 
       a rateable value of less than £15,000pa 

Rate relief is for up to £1,000 and an additional £1,000 is available for capital items such as fitting out the shop, signage etc.  50% match funding is required.

tART (Transport to Art) North Shropshire 

New transport scheme gives residents better access to the arts

Transport to art was launched this week, giving people living in rural areas in north Shropshire easier access to the arts.

The Transport to Art (tART) rural transport scheme will be run by Oswestry Community Action (Qube) in partnership with Shropshire Council’s Arts and Festivals Team.  Funding for the project has come from the Northern Shropshire Partnership.

The scheme is aimed at young people under 23, people with disabilities, older people and those living in rural areas.  The project provides transport for people who would otherwise not be able to get to the interesting and varied arts events taking place.

From January to July the project will provide transport to over 25 registered arts events, for people living in north Shropshire.  Events could be anything from drama, music, poetry and dance and could include exhibitions and participatory workshops. 

Some of the events coming up this month and in February where tART can help with transport are:
