She combines fired glass with digitally printed and painted silk to produce panels that are wall or ceiling hung.  She has produced commissions for hospital interiors, bus stops, hotels, shops and corporate offices. Larger scale commissions, in conjunction with architects and fabricators, have included flooring and architectural glass 
Susan will speak about her experiences of undertaking commissions, how she developed her practice and began working on commissions, as well as showing examples of her work.

*****************************************************************************Jodie’s Recycling Quest
The Project Group, an Oswestry arts based community business (not for profit) working largely on public art commissions, has recently appointed Jodie Jeffels, from the Ellesmere area, as Recycling Development Worker. A graduate of the University of Huddersfield, Jodie is taking the lead on a six-month project, funded by the government’s Future Jobs Fund,  to explore  ways in which manufacturing, processing and commercial waste materials can be given a new creative identity to produce well designed, high quality retail products.  

Prior to Jodie’s appointment in May, members of the Project Group, together with a number of other community organisations, were involved in a hugely successful sell-out fashion show “Mend to Trend” in Oswestry’s Memorial Hall, with all outfits re-invented from a whole range of waste materials and previously used garments and accessories.  Spurred on by the fantastic response to the show, Project Group members have continued to develop ideas for retail products including stylish bags made from rubber inner tube from heavy commercial vehicle tyres and used car seat belts and fixings as well as unique notebooks made from waste Perspex, recycled card and paper.

Gabi Hampson, Project Group Development Officer commented, “This opportunity to appoint Jodie to carry out in-depth research into the identification and sourcing of materials which could potentially be put to creative and marketable uses instead of ending up in landfill is really exciting.  
Not only will Jodie gain meaningful work experience on a creative environmental project but we at the Project Group will benefit from Jodie’s explorations and findings – a real win-win situation for all concerned.”

Project Group members have begun experimenting with reclaimed window and bottle glass, copper wire stripped from waste electrical cable and a range of textile and paper-based materials which they hope not only to re-invent as retail products but to incorporate into future public art commissions. 

“I have spent my first few weeks in the Project Group studio, getting to know the members and staff and being introduced to some exciting activities including screen-printing, silk paper making, lino and dry-point printing and glass cutting and fusing” reported Jodie, “I am very excited by this opportunity to gain skills and experience and now look forward to getting to grips with the project. I would be delighted to hear from any business that produces waste materials which might be suitable for creative recycling.”
