Breathe the Beat, Digital Project

Breathe the Beat is a unique digital project that encompasses both online and offline elements led by international artist, Salah. This will take the form of a specially created website that will contain online content featuring video materials and tutorials teaching the user cutting-edge, evolutionary street dance and hip-hop moves – as well as physical Roadshow and trailblazer events.

The online tutorials form masterclasses around Salah’s unique PABE (Popping, Animation, Boogaloo, Effect) style and will be an interactive experience where the user will not only be able to learn moves and styles but also gain an insight into Salah’s inspirations from and interpretations of everyday life using visual imagery. 

Alongside each 5-minute tutorial a 60-second advert will be created and used as a visual tool to entice people to visit the site and watch and learn the tutorial. Steamroller Prints at The Sidney Nolan Trust

 In August 2011 The Sidney Nolan Trust is offering printmakers a rare opportunity to make really big prints - up to 8foot x 4foot (2.4 x 1.2m).  As it says in the title, we'll print these using a steamroller.  The time commitment will be one weekend in July (2-3 July) plus up to five days in August (17-21 August).  The venue is The Trust headquarters near Presteigne, a fabulous rural location on a 250acre organic farm and mediaeval manor.  Participants in a similar venture in 2009 had a ball!

We will use a 3-ton construction roller.  Delightful ‘though it would be to use a traditional steamroller, technical considerations rule this out (to cope with the camber of highways, steamrollers had split front rollers, which would leave a line down the middle of prints.  Modern construction rollers arrive on a trailer and thus can have continuous wide rollers.) 

This will be a public occasion with other attractions, including sculpture display.  Members of the public will be invited to join in the fun of large-scale prints as spectators and by making their own "foot-square" relief plates at workshop sessions held over the weekend. These plates will then be printed using the steamroller.

We have borrowed the name "Steamroller Prints" from an annual event sponsored by the San Francisco Centre for the Book, with their consent.

Vetting & Barring Scheme and Criminal Records Regime Review - Recommendations Announced 

In its programme for government, the coalition committed to reviewing the vetting and barring scheme (VBS) to scale it back to common sense levels. The government has now announced provisions to revise its vetting and barring arrangements, to ensure fair and proportionate regulation of those who want to work with vulnerable groups. 

As part of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, the Deputy Prime Minister, Nick Clegg, has unveiled a new scaled back employment vetting scheme and a fundamental reform of criminal records checks as summarised below. 

· to maintain a barring function

£500,000 on offer to Shropshire's rural areas

Shropshire’s rural communities can now bid for a share of a £500,000 fund that aims to boost the county’s rural areas. The ‘rural challenge capital fund’, is part of Shropshire Council’s market towns revitalisation programme (MTRP), which has already made £2.5m available to the county’s six larger market towns, and £500,000 available to the 11 smallest market towns.

Those rural areas that aren’t eligible for the existing £3m of funding can now bid for between £7,500 and £40,000. The eleven designated smaller towns already eligible for the £500,000 MTRP funding can also submit an application, but only if they can demonstrate written support from a majority of their surrounding Shropshire councilors and parish councils, and clearly identify the benefits to the rural area.

Applicants will need to demonstrate the economic impact of the project and that it is sustainable. The Rural Challenge Capital Grant element of the project will need to be spent by September 2012.
