Vetting & Barring Scheme and Criminal Records Regime Review - Recommendations Announced 

In its programme for government, the coalition committed to reviewing the vetting and barring scheme (VBS) to scale it back to common sense levels. The government has now announced provisions to revise its vetting and barring arrangements, to ensure fair and proportionate regulation of those who want to work with vulnerable groups. 

As part of the Protection of Freedoms Bill, the Deputy Prime Minister, Nick Clegg, has unveiled a new scaled back employment vetting scheme and a fundamental reform of criminal records checks as summarised below. 

· to maintain a barring function 
· to abolish registration and monitoring requirements 
· to redefine the requirements of 'regulated activities' 
· to abolish 'controlled activities'

Benefit Evening for the Air Ambulance and St Mary’s, Bettws-y-Crwyn

A Shropshire poet and a Canadian folksinger are joining forces to raise money for the Air Ambulance and the hilltop church of St Mary’s, Bettws-y-Crwyn, said to be the highest in England. Roger Garfitt will be reading from his memoir, The Horseman’s Word, which was published by Jonathan Cape in April. The Daily Mail marvelled at “the miraculous powers of recall” with which “he conjures up a haunting series of vanished worlds… in prose that at its best is both loving and pin-sharp”, while Metro called it “a pungently beautiful piece of writing” and the Guardian hailed it as “a superb achievement”. Roger has lived in the Clun Valley for the last twenty-five years and his Border Songs are engraved on glass screens in the County Archive in Shrewsbury. Bonnie Dobson will be singing songs from a stellar career that saw her living in

New York’s Greenwich Village in the Nineteen Sixties, recording a whole series of LPs and sharing the stage with Pete Seeger, Sonny Terry and Brownie McGhee, Ramblin’ Jack Elliott and Reverend Gary Davis. She is best known for her protest song from the Cold War, ‘Morning Dew’, which was covered by Robert Plant, Jeff Beck, Clannad and The Grateful Dead, among many others. After taking a long break from the music scene, Bonnie re-appeared at the Royal Festival Hall in 2007 as one of the ‘Lost Ladies of Folk’. She returned to the recording studio in 2009, bringing out two CDs that feature new material alongside remastered tracks from her LPs. Bonnie has had a home in the Clun

Valley for the last twenty years but this is the first time her neighbours will have had the chance to hear her sing in public.

The Benefit Evening will be held on Friday 23rd September in St Mary’s Parish

Hall, which is on the Newcastle to Anchor road, just after the crossroads for the Riddings

and Badger Moor. The evening will start at 7.30 pm and tickets will be £5 on the door.

Green is the color of hope. Green is the color of Islam. And green was the symbol of recognition among the supporters of presidential candidate Mir-Hossein Mousavi, who became the symbolic figure of the Green Revolution in Iran in 2009.

But how do you show what it was like for the Iranian protesters arrested during the green revolution?

Iranian born film maker Ali Samadi Ahadi’s new documentary The Green Wave is based on first-person accounts collected from tweets, Facebook entries and blogs.
