The support of harnesses and ropes provides those with physical disability or sensory impairment with a unique experience of movement, it allows them to explore new ways of moving in a safe and encouraging environment.

They ‘fly’ at a low level, sometimes very close to the floor allowing people to push, spin, rock and swing themselves in contact with the floor or another dancer. The day will combine creative dance and aerial work with partners and as a group.

Pete Ashton, one of Birmingham's foremost experts on social media and internet culture, is running a series of surgeries over the summer.

Who is this Pete Ashton? Well, he's been blogging for over a decade and been on Twitter since 2006. He was the creator of Created in Birmingham, the award winning blog for the creative industries which recently ran a successful pop-up shop in the Bullring. When not developing his experimental photography career he helps people understand how the internet works. 

Pete likes to explain things. He believes that the internet, while complex. is not complicated. The online world is different, but then so is France. All you need is a little understanding of the culture and you can start applying what you already know to this new place. 
But sometimes new is scary and confusing. Pete understands this as he is often scared and confused by things others take for granted. Sometimes what you need is a friendly native to sit you down with a bucket of analogies. 
For £20 Pete will spend half an hour with you talking about your online activities. This can range from sketching out a content strategy for your blog to understanding the purpose of a Facebook page, demystifying how Google ranks pages to figuring out how you can use this Internet thing to achieve your fundamental aims. 

If it's a small problem he'll sort it out with you so you can do it yourself in the future. If it's a large problem he'll help you take the first steps in getting a handle on it.

Fantastic Home

Fantastic Home is a mobile exhibition, which visits communities and schools. It showcases energy efficient technology and techniques, behavioural changes and renewable technology. It will have interactive elements such as a carbon countdown game for children, the energy bike and interactive aspects throughout the display. It will signpost visitors to local information and grants as well as carry generic information on all aspects of energy saving and generation. It will also be able to sign people up for home visits from professional energy efficiency installers and well as give away free energy efficiency items.

Fantastic Home is designed to bring these elements to people, rather than relying on people seeking them out. Its purpose is to actively show visitors practical measures that they can take themselves. It provides an engagement and education opportunity for many thousands of people that will not be reached by traditional means at the disposal of stakeholders. 

Fantastic Home will allow people to touch, feel and interact with technology and techniques that may otherwise be surrounded in myth and mystery or simply be outside of their sphere of experience. It will enable people to fully appreciate the costs, benefits, savings and logistics of taking action.

 Who for?

The end client is mainly individuals who are not expecting to receive the information/give aways/ advice. It can also be staff, corporate guests and pupils/children (the latter is dealt with in the Schools section)

In turn however, Fantastic Home offers a service for those booking it. For corporate clients they have the association with a community good, publicising their particular product or assisting their local community. For Local Authorities it provides them with outreach, reportable figures on interactions, CO2 savings and retained economic benefits and can also provide a training tool for their staff. Further it can provide insight into local activity and can be used to build entire events around or for the seed for further activity. It also provides a platform for promoting local schemes or council activity.

What do?

Fantastic Home engages visitors in energy topics – efficiency, fuel poverty, climate change, generation. It does this in a positive way, offering solutions. Engagement is in several forms to suit the range of people that will visit it; 
·        passive – posters and eye catching information

·        fun – games and activities

·        interactive – real life solutions to touch and see 

·        detailed – in depth factsheets and work sheets to enable further research and understanding

·        advice – experts in energy issues always staff the stall with an assistant

·        sign up – for insulation visits etc to cement action on a future date

A key tool is giving useful energy saving items away – such as TV PowerDown units, water savers etc and holding competitions to win various energy saving devices. These techniques build a bond and enable deeper interactivity, whilst also giving people tangible things they can go away and do.

Where do it?

Fantastic Home visits existing events (shows, parades, concerts, fairs, fetes), city/ town/ village centres, shopping centre car parks, schools, offices. Anywhere where large numbers of people will gather or pass through. Demountable so that it can be undertaken in doors. Across the Midlands, potentially into Wales and Cheshire.

Why?

Much of climate change/ energy efficiency marketing and information has been built around guilt. Guilt however is a very poor motivator. Further, energy efficiency advice is not necessarily something that people will seek out – most people don’t realise it is an issue, or don’t know where to look if they did. People are more likely to be motivated by fun, engagement and by building of trust or a bond. Fantastic Home seeks to take energy efficiency advice to people, largely where they weren’t expecting it. It also makes energy issues exciting and desirable, attainable and clears routes to solutions through advice and referrals, give-aways and engagement.

Onwards and Upwards – ‘Nutter or Not’ Show by Towers Above Participatory Arts Group   
Participatory arts group Towers Above presents its first installation Onwards & Upwards, ‘Nutter or Not’ - an art project in response to challenging Mental Health Stigma.  Telford Shopping Centre.

Towers Above is for adult users of Mental Health Services in the Borough of Telford & Wrekin.  We are an established community group that is now in our third year of delivery.  It is a user led group and our aims are to engage group members with the arts and help with individuals recovery and wellbeing and to help people to move on to mainstream organisations like; education, employment, voluntary work.  Group members are all ages between eighteen and sixty five, from all different backgrounds, but, they all share a fundamental commonality in that they all have a severe and enduring mental health diagnoses.  Our wish is to exhibit work in unusual spaces in the public domain that engages untypical audiences and participants of a wider community. Their shared objective is to create art that can be disseminated to the wider community in an environment accessible to all.

For this show, made possible by funding from the Arts Council England Grant for the Arts, members of the public in Telford Shopping Centre will be  invited to take part in informal contributions to the work, enabling them to engage in the creative experience with Towers Above, the results of which will be added to the installation at Telford Shopping Centre from 25th July to 29th July and the events and launch day on the 26th August from 12.15 pm.

Towers Above are contributing to work already going on in society that challenges mental health stigma.  We are challenging the use of the word nutter being used in a derogatory way. These are words used by many people on a daily basis to describe people’s actions they see as aberrant or eccentric. The terms often have negative connotations and are often applied to people suffering real mental health issues.  We have created hundreds of little ‘nut people’ characters which have been made out of monkey nuts and plasticine. By doing this we are challenging the stereotypes around what people assume someone with mental health looks like, so have made many different types of characters so they all look different.  This way you can’t tell who has mental health issues and who doesn’t because there are no obvious differences. 
The installation ‘Onwards & Upwards is going on a Touring Exhibition after being in Telford Shopping Centre.  It will be exhibited in various venues across; Shropshire, Staffordshire and the West Midlands.

Each different venue where the installation will be exhibited will also have a participatory angle to it, and, workers/public/student at each venue will also be invited to create their own nut person and add it to the installation.
